
Pech Grand
round walk

This family walk, very steep at the beginning, but always close 

to the village, gives you some superb views over the Dordogne 

Valley.

PECH GRAND ROUND WALK

(Ass. La Vallée des Rocs)

Time : 1 hr 30 mins
Waymarking : yellow
Starting point : St Sozy church
Accessible on foot

With your back to the church door, go towards the war memorial and the renovated well. Go 
straight on, up the seven steps, then climb the “Coustalou” opposite you. On your right is the 
castle, which housed the village school for a long while. Cross the D15 road towards Pech 
Grand and go straight on. Ruins of a round tower on the left. 

30 m further on, climb the four wooden steps up to the left and go up to the water tower. 
There, from left to right, you can see Meyronne, St. Sozy, the Ste. Marie cliffs, the hamlet of 
Le Bougayrou , Le Roc  Coulon, Le Roc des Monges. 

Continue along the path and 20 m further on turn right. Go through the woodland (old vines 
now overrun by juniper bushes) for about 700 m then turn left by the little ruined barn. Go on 
between the low dry stone walls. 100 m further on, turn left again. Soon after the plantation 
of truffle oaks, you can see the “Gaul’s tomb” (vestiges of an ancient burial site) 30 m to the 
left of the path. 

As you go downhill, a vast panorama opens up  before you, with, from left to right, Mont 
Mercou, the villages of Floirac, Creysse and Montvalent plus the places you have already 
seen on the way up. 

Having come full circle back to the water tower, go down the four wooden steps and take the 
“chemin des buis” (boxwood path) to the left. Come to the D15 road, go down along it for 60 
m, cross over and follow the arrow pointing left. At the bottom of the comb, turn right, then 
go past the Mirepoises Towers to come to the D114 road, and turn right again to return to the 
village square past the back of the school. 

To see or visit:
 - St. Sozy: 2 old castles: La Mairie and Mirepoix (14th century keep). 
 - The Gaul’s Tomb.
 - Mont Mercou (315 m) highest point of the Rocs Valley. Unique views from here. 
 - Villages of Meyronne, Floirac, Creysse (picturesque village – covered market
 place, and pre-Romanesque church with twin apses which stand amongst a jumble 
 of tiled roofs) and Montvalent (cirque de Montvalent).
